Rod Building Class:

Our January meeting was the kickoff of out rod-building class.   Bill Lewis and John Demars helped novice and experienced builders get a good start on 

what appear to be potentially classy rods.  One of the first things we discovered was that everyone had opted for the same brand of blanks so they all were the same color and very similar lengths.  Great care had to be take not to mix up the pieces as we worked to fit reel seats and handles.  The author still doesn’t trust his ability to determine the spine of a rod blank – Bill had to do this step for me.  John was instrumental in helping everyone fit and glue reel seats on the rods.  In the process he got as much epoxy on his fingers as he did on the reel seat.  The air was thick with the odor of solvent.  In February we will take up the installation of guides and then we’re more or less on our own to finish the construction of our new fly rods.  I intend to take my finished rod to the witch doctor used by Ray Gano to instill it with some fish-catching magic.
