DIRECTIONS TO PARKS AND REC BUILDING
From the west:  WV Route 9 or I-81 to exit 16E (Queen Street).  Exit onto Edwin Miller Boulevard going east.  Continue until the road makes a sweeping right turn.  You are now on Queen Street.  Immediately look for Wendy’s on the left.  Turn left onto Woodbury Avenue between Wendy’s and 7-11 stores.  Proceed past Moose Club on left (about 0.1mile).  Parks and Rec facility on the left @ 273 Woodbury.

From the east: WV Route 45 towards Martinsburg to Woodbury Avenue (new traffic light and angle RH turn), there’s a 7-11 across the street and a seafood sales place at the intersection. Proceed on Woodbury approx. 0.2mi look for Parks and Rec facility on the right.

BITS AND PISCES

This month I have been reading a book by Ralph Cutter titled: Fish Food, A Flyfisher’s Guide to Bugs and Bait.  It’s not about those little flakes you shake into your aquarium once in awhile.

Cutter and his wife have been involved with fly fishing a long time and currently run the California Fly Fisher school in Truckee, CA.  They have fished all over the western US and much of the information in the book has a “western” slant to it.  Nevertheless, their observations apply to eastern fly fishing too.

In addition to this book, the Cutters offer a few other items for sale including a very interesting video showing the underwater appearance and behavior of some common aquatic insects.

The real value of this book lies in the many observations that run counter to a number of our assumptions about aquatic insect behavior.  Color and size issues are addressed and a lot of information about insects’ use of air bubbles is provided that will have you ordering scads of dessicant powder to add to your basic streamside arsenal.

Fish Food, at 200 pages, is a quick and easy read loaded with wit and great information.  It is available from Stackpole Books or California Fly Fisher.
