TUSCARORA CREEK RIPARIAN BUFFER PROJECT

For those of you who missed it, we had a great time digging up weeds at the Tuscarora Creek site where we had planted trees earlier this year.  The buffer area has been invaded by Tree of Heaven plants (Alianthus).  We suspect this happened because the area had been sprayed with herbicide – which killed a lot of weeds and grass but left the area wide open to this invasive plant that loves abuse.  It appears to survive better when all its competitors have been killed (sounds a bit like Microsoft, doesn’t it).  Six of us worked for two hours on Saturday, Nov. 4, from the east end of the buffer area toward the west.  I would estimate that we covered 75% of the area – a lot of work for six people - and don’t worry, if you missed this opportunity to help out, there will be plenty of others.
